Through the ministry of the 
Spirit of Truth, we are cleansed from the deceit of our idols and 
given a new heart and a new spirit, the heart and Spirit of Christ 
(Ezekiel 36:22–28). He now works in us a fervent, self-giving love 
for one another, a love which covers a multitude of sins, “that in 
everything God may be glorified through Jesus Christ. To Him 
belong glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen.” (1 Peter
